A log of hours, along with 

signatures from a supervisor, is required. 

- Health Care Experience: Students must acquire 50 hours of shadowing in their field of interest. 

- Application Awareness and Enhancement: Students must participate in 3 activities offered by the Office of Health Professions in 

the College of Science. An approval form for each health professions event is required, along with a signature from the individual 

who hosted the event.
